Minutes of the Board of Directors’ Meeting

February 21, 2017

A meeting of the Board of Directors was conducted via web conference.  The meeting was called to order by club President John Persinger at 8:04PM Eastern time.

Members present for all or part of the meeting:  President John Persinger, Executive Vice President Brad Mitchell, Directors Nelson Amen, Charley Booton, James Brocksmith, Jeff Knight, Mike Nielsen, John Redmon, Paul Werbin and Alan White.

Members absent:  Secretary/Treasurer Michael Dunlevie, Directors Tom Corcoran, Rick Koch, Donald Tyndall, Marty Vanover and Richard Wolf.

1. Previous Minutes:  Minutes from the January 17, 2017 meeting were distributed.  After comments and edits, they were approved and will be posted on the website. Brad Mitchell asked the board to consider future Minutes being distributed soon after each meeting and having a comment period, after which the Minutes would be approved via email.  This will allow more expedient posting of Minutes on the BAC website for other interested members.  The motion was approved.

2. Financial Report:  Michael Dunlevie distributed the January 31, 2017 financial statements earlier in the day.  After review, the statements were approved.

3. Membership Report:  John Persinger reported that current membership stands at 543 members. 

4. Director Reports:  John Redmon, Jeff Knight, Charley Booton, James Brocksmith, Mike Nielsen, Paul Werbin and Alan White all provided updates.  Charley had a successful fly-in to Crestview, FL and to his home field to participate in a cook-out with his EAA Chapter.  He is also making preliminary plans for Sun n Fun coming up in April.  James commented on the Northwest Aviation Tradeshow and brought to the board’s attention that a member from his region had expressed concern about the club’s action with the group donut purchase.  John Persinger offered to contact the member and speak directly with him to explain the club’s involvement.  Rap McBurney, and especially Michael Dunlevie, were recognized by the board as being extremely helpful in dealing with AECI and having the issues rectified with the bad donuts.  Paul Werbin and Mike Nielsen both expressed some continuing issues with the iMeet app.  Brad pointed out that by using the browser option to connect seemed to be working fine.  John Persinger reiterated that if anyone wishes to research and gather information on other software, the club would certainly consider making a change.  Following on the Musketeer (Bob Prange) and Sierra (Paul Werbin) meetings, Jeff Knight will soon lead an iMeet discussion regarding the Sport.  Paul also suggested an iMeet discussion on some of the potential flying events surrounding BACFest, which will take place in busy airspace, i.e. the Hudson River corridor.  Alan expects to have the February edition of the newsletter out in the next few days.  Mike asked about BAC events being piggybacked on other events and the board agreed that is acceptable.

5. Complimentary Dues:  Brad mentioned that it is a common practice with associations to offer complimentary dues to past presidents.  Accordingly he made a motion that BAC offer complimentary dues to each member who completes at least a full, two-year term as president.  Currently that would affect Cloyd Van Hook, Chris Linderman, Dan Jonas and Rap McBurney.  Motion was approved.  Brad will notify each of the past presidents of this action.
6. Rescue knife with BAC logo:  Paul previously emailed information on a rescue knife.  After discussion, it was approved for BAC to place an initial order for forty (40) knives to be offered for sale to members.  Alan will publicize the knife in the next newsletter.  If the full lot of knives is not purchased, they will be used as giveaways at fly-ins.  Paul will get additional information for placing the order.

7. BAC Website:  Brad made contact with his website designer; however, he has left the business so Brad didn’t care to pursue with that company.  He has reached out to another vendor but has not heard back.  Hopefully will have further updates by the next board meeting.  It was brought up about posting the newsletter on the website.  JP and/or Alan will get in touch with Constant Contact to see about the possibility.
8. NavWorx:  Comments were made that NavWorx appears to be in the process of rectifying their issues with the FAA and may soon be back in production of their ADS-B unit.
